Alice Otto Math Scholarship:
This scholarship shall be awarded to one person (current senior or NHS graduate), unless a suitable candidate cannot be found.  The recipient must be pursuing a major that requires the study of higher mathematics (math, engineering, medicine, or science).  The recipient must have a QPA of at least 3.0, and maintain at least a 3.0 QPA in math.  Financial hardship shall not be a factor.
John Thompson Scholarship:
This scholarship shall be awarded to a graduating senior at NHS.  The recipient must be pursuing a major that requires the study of biology or a health science field.  The recipient must have a QPA of at least 3.0, and maintain at least a 3.0 QPA in science.  The committee shall consider SAT scores, school activities, character, and service.  Financial hardship shall not be a factor.  
The Daniel Hoye Scholarship:
This scholarship shall be awarded to a graduating senior or NHS graduate.  The recipient must be pursuing a major in the field of physical education. If no such students qualify for a particular year, then the annual scholarship or scholarships may be awarded to students pursuing other fields of higher education.  Each scholarship shall not be less than $1,000.00.   
The Susan Stolpe Member Scholarship:
This scholarship shall be awarded each year based upon academic excellence without regard to financial need to a NHS graduating senior without regard to financial need.  This student must have superior ability to express his/herself both orally and in written form in the English language and must have the highest QPA in combination with the above two qualities.
The David A. and Richard E. Reynolds Scholarship:
This scholarship shall be awarded each year based upon academic excellence and financial need to a NHS graduating senior.  This student must be a member of SADD (Students Against Drunk Driving).  *Since SADD is no longer a club at NTSD, the recipient must have participated in a service project, or something similar, in regards to drinking and driving prevention.
The Lions Club Scholarship:
This scholarship is awarded on an annual basis.  Character, service, academics, and financial need have often been considered.  The committee defers to a Lions Club member serving on the committee for input regarding candidate qualities. 
The Harry Senheiser Scholarship:
This scholarship shall be awarded to a graduating senior or NHS graduate.   The trust agreement does not specify candidate qualifications in regards to academic excellence or financial hardships.  In the past, scholarships have been awarded to students pursuing a degree in the field of education.
