Service and facilities
She provides our student-athletes with prevention, evaluation, and treatment of sport-related injuries. Athletic training facility is located in the Senior high school, she provides coverage for all school sponsored athletic practices and events for JV and Varsity sports. 
Training room hours
The athletic training room (ATR) will open daily during the school year at 2:00 p.m. The ATR will close after the completion of the last varsity or junior varsity practice or competition. Weekends, holidays, and ACT 80 days the athletic training room will open ½ hour before any scheduled varsity or junior varsity practice or game. Coaches, please give 24-36 hours’ notice of practice/game changes or cancellations. Coverage is not guaranteed without proper notice.
ImPACT testing
ImPACT testing will be done on student-athletes the last few days of the school year, for those participating in a sport going into 7th, 9th, and 11th grades. Baseline testing is required every 2 years. ImPACT test is a computerized test that assesses neurocognitive function. Physicians and neuropsychologists use this system as a tool when an athlete sustains a concussion by comparing their post-injury performance to their baseline test.  Although it is not a substitute for clinical evaluation and physician recommendations, it is very useful in providing us with additional information on athletes’ neurocognitive function and any deficits that may be a result from a concussion. The neuropsychologists who developed this testing are consulted for interpretation of test results. Please visit ImPACT testing website for more information on the test, FAQ’s, and current research.  Post injury testing will NOT be done at the school. Post injury testing is available at the UPMC Concussion Center and other providers that use the Impact program. They are uniquely skilled in concussion management and will be the best place to have a concussion managed. Appointments can be made by calling 412-432-3681. Neshannock is a contracted UPMC school, so we receive expedited appointments. Please inform them of this when you call.
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
