A.	Act 1 Millage

B.	PIMS Contract

A.	PSBA Legislative Appointment

B.	Board Appointment – LCCTC

Board Member Karen Houk was appointed to serve as a member of the Lawrence County Career and Technical Center Board and Board Member Samuel Fiorante was appointed to serve as an alternate, both for two-year terms (2020 & 2021).

C.	Class Action Suit

The Board authorized the Superintendent to execute a Power of Attorney and Contingent Fee Agreement wherein the Law Offices of Levin Sedran & Berman shall be retained for the purpose of serving as legal counsel in connection with District's claims associated with e-cigarettes, namely JUUL, at no cost to the District.

D.	PaSmart Grant Support

The Board approved support, as required, in order to apply for the PAsmart Targeted Prek-12 Computer Science and STEM Education Grant for expanding access and increasing participation in high-quality education in computer science and STEM education for students.
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
